Re: Notification to Expand Serving Area 

As required by the Commission pursuant to Telecom Decision CRTC 97-8 (Decision 97-8), paragraph 295, 2034156 ONTARIO Inc. provides this notice of intent to provide local telephone services as a competitive local exchange carrier (CLEC) in the following LIRs:
