GIRLS TV will be dedicated to serving the entertainment and information needs of young female television viewers, aged 5 – 17. GIRLS TV will present distinctive girl-centric Canadian shows, culturally diverse international acquisitions and new interactive information programming. GIRLS TV will give Canadian girls of all cultures a new support and mentoring environment focused on building confidence and positive self-images.

In providing information, advice and entertainment, Girls TV will celebrate the accomplishments of girls and women from across Canada and around the world.  Canadian girls will have an opportunity to see positive role models, not unrealistic stereotypes.  They will hear solid advice and accurate information about the issues that are relevant to them.  And, by sharing stories and interacting online, they will come to learn more about girls across Canada.  

We believe that the following condition of licence would be appropriate for this service:

a)
The licensee shall provide a national, English-language specialty programming service dedicated to serving the information and entertainment needs of young female television viewers between the ages of 5 and 17, and with a special emphasis on programs that embody a sense of confidence, empowerment, and positive self-image. 

b)
The licensee shall draw its programs exclusively from Category 2 (Analysis and Interpretation), Category 5(b) (Informal Education/Recreation and Leisure), Category 6 (Sports), Category 7 (Drama and Comedy), Category 8 (a), (b) and (c) (Music and Dance), Category 9 (Variety), Category 10 (Game Shows), and Category 11 (General Entertainment and Human Interest).

No more than 15% of the programming broadcast by the licensee shall be from Category 7(e) (Animated television programs and films).

d)
No more than 25% of the programming broadcast by the licensee shall be from Category 7(d) (Theatrical feature films).

The licensee may also broadcast programming from Category 12 (Interstitials), Category 13 (Public Service Announcements), and Category 14 (Infomercials and Corporate Videos).

d) In Public Notice 2000-6, the Commission stated that it would not licence a

There is no Canadian specialty channel that recognizes the different needs, tastes and interests of girls, and responds by providing entertainment and information for them.  While there is general interest programming for children and teenagers, these programs most often skew towards boys’ preferences. 

The top programs currently viewed by girls aged 2 – 11 include programs such as Digimon and Pokemon.  For girls 12 – 17, top viewing choices during January and February 2000, included Who Wants to be a Millionaire and E.R.  With the exception of specials, such as Anne of Green Gables, this amounts to little girl-centric programming.

Girls TV, like Women’s Television Network, will provide a new programming philosophy that recognizes the female perspective regarding interests and needs.
