Pursuant to the entry procedures established in Telecom Decision CRTC 97-8, Local Competition (Decision 97-8), and the Commission’s requirement enunciated at paragraph 344 of Telecom Decision CRTC 2005-28, Regulatory framework for voice communication services using Internet Protocol (Decision 2005-28), Cogeco Cable Canada Inc. (Cogeco) is pleased to inform the Commission that it is ready to offer fixed local VoIP service as early as, 08 November 2005, in the exchange of Hamilton (Ontario).
Cogeco in its capacity as a CLEC notifies the Commission that it continues to conform to the CLEC obligations set out in Decision 97-8 and the Commission’s subsequent rulings through its arrangements with Telus Communications Inc. (TELUS). In accordance with paragraph 343 of Decision 2005-28, in which the Commission confirmed that the regulatory framework set out in Decision 97-8 does not preclude CLECs from relying on the facilities of third parties to provide services and to meet the CLEC obligations, Cogeco has concluded a wholesale agreement with TELUS enabling Cogeco to fulfill the CLEC obligations as required. TELUS has operated as a CLEC in Hamilton exchange since 12 April 2001.

As required at paragraph 291 of Decision 97-8, attached for the Commission’s information is a copy of the serving area map of Hamilton exchange. 
A copy of this letter is provided to all LECs operating in this exchange and all CLECs and proposed CLECs listed on the lists posted on the CRTC website. Cogeco has also served a copy of this letter to the Canadian Numbering Administrator, the Canadian Local Number Portability Consortium, the Canadian Portable Contribution Consortium and the Central Fund Administrator.
