As required by the Commission pursuant to Telecom Decision CRTC 97-8 (Decision 97-8), paragraph 295, Westman Media Cooperative Ltd., operating as Westman Communications Group (Westman), provides this notice of intent to provide local telephone services as a competitive local exchange carrier (CLEC) in Manitoba.

Westman is Canadian owned and controlled, as set out in the Telecommunications Act and the Canadian Telecommunications Common Carrier Ownership and Control Regulations.
Decision 97-8 requires that a CLEC must attest in writing that it understands and will conform to the obligations set out in Decision 97-8 and that it will provide a map of its proposed serving areas to the Commission.
