On April 9, 2008, KMTS received a reply from Shaw Telecom Inc. (Shaw) to KMTS’ April 7, 2008 request to the Commission to extend the deadline to submit an Implementation Plan by 90 days.

In that reply, Shaw put forward two options for the Commission to consideration as part of the extension request:

1. “Shaw requests the commission limit the KMTS extension to thirty (30) days.”

2. “In the alternate, if the Commission grants KMTS’ ninety (90) day extension request, Shaw asks that the Commission make the extension conditional on KMTS engaging in Local Network Interconnection (LNI) discussions and activities prior to the filing of the Implementation Plan.”
