Bell Canada Part VII Application Concerning Policies, Rules and Procedures Related to Reporting of Intercorporate Transactions

 AUTONUM 
On 12 May 2000, Bell Canada filed an application (the application) under Part VII of the CRTC Telecommunications Rules of Procedure, requesting certain changes in the rules governing intercorporate transactions.  In addition to providing the Commission with copies of this application, the Company also made copies available to all interested parties to Public Notice 96-20, Review of Intercorporate Transactions Policies, Rules and Procedures.  Of the more than thirty parties which were provided with copies, only two parties submitted comments on Bell Canada's application.

 AUTONUM 
In a filing dated 9 June 2000, TELUS Corporation (TELUS), on behalf of TELUS Communications Inc. and TELUS Communications (B.C.) Inc., fully supported Bell Canada's requested relief, for the reasons cited by the Company.  TELUS submitted that it would be appropriate for the Commission to grant the orders sought by Bell Canada in its application.  TELUS was also of the view that granting the streamlining sought by Bell Canada would be consistent with section 7(f) of the Telecommunications Act, in terms of ensuring that "regulation, where required is efficient and effective", particularly given the inherent safeguard against cross-subsidization of affiliates that already exists within the current price cap regime.

Only Call-Net Enterprises Inc., in a filing dated 13 June 2000, submitted that Bell Canada's application should be dismissed.  Call-Net provided no reasons which were relevant to the application at hand.  Rather, Call-Net sought to re-argue a specific matter relating to Bell Nexxia end-user pricing, a matter which had previously been raised by AT&T Canada Corp. (AT&T) in another proceeding and a matter on which Call-Net had already provided the Commission with comments.  The Company would note that, in a letter to the Commission dated 27 April 2000, Bell Canada fully addressed AT&T's concerns, finding that: 

"…[AT&T's] allegations are false and serve to mislead the Commission as to what is actually transpiring in the competitive market.  The actions of AT&T are all the more egregious in that AT&T has made no reasonable attempt to substantiate its claims."

 AUTONUM 
In any event, the Company submits that the pricing policies of non-dominant carriers are irrelevant to the current proceeding. 

 AUTONUM 
The Company respectfully requests that the Commission issue an order as soon as possible, updating and modifying the intercorporate transactions policies, rules and procedures applicable to Bell Canada, as set out in its application of 12 May 2000.
