TELUS COMMUNICATIONS INC. INTERCORPORATE TRANSACTIONS REPORTING

Pursuant to Telecom Decisions CRTC 97-5 and 97-9, TELUS Communications Inc. (“TCI” or the “Company”) submits herewith its Report of Significant Intercorporate Transactions for the six-month period ending June 30, 2000. 

Attachment 1 provides details of significant non-tariffed intercorporate transactions between TCI and its affiliates, summarized by groups of services, for those groups of services whose annual value would exceed $250,000.  More specifically, page 1 of Attachment 1 reports on significant intercorporate transactions between TCI’s Utility and Competitive segments and the Utility-integral affiliate TELUS Advertising Services Inc. (“TAS”).  Attachment 2 is provided by the Company pursuant to the Commission’s directives in Telecom Decision CRTC 92-13 and provisions in the Company’s intercorporate pricing policy and procedures.  Attachment 3 reports on significant intercorporate transactions for TAS, summarized by groups of services, for those groups of services whose annual value would exceed $250,000.

In May 2000, TELUS Communications (B.C.) Inc. (“TCBC”) upgraded its SAP accounting system to align with TCI.  Due to transitional activities associated with this system change, the Companies have not been able to complete, in time for this filing, their assessment of the accounting transactions that occurred between them during the first half of this year.  TCI and TCBC will include these transactions in the filing for the next reporting period.

TCI is filing on behalf of itself and TAS, the information contained in Attachments 1 through 3 in confidence pursuant to section 39 of the Telecommunications Act.  The Attachments contain sensitive financial information that is confidential and that is consistently treated in a confidential manner by TCI and TAS.  The release of such comprehensive information regarding TCI’s and TAS’ intercorporate operations would provide competitors of TCI, TAS, and their affiliates with sensitive financial information not otherwise available to them, thereby prejudicing the competitive position of TCI, TAS and their affiliates, and in some cases, adversely affecting future contractual negotiations involving TCI, TAS, their affiliates and third parties.  TAS is providing an abridged version of Attachment 3, page 2 of 5, pursuant to the directive contained in the Commission’s letter of October 19, 1995.
