Re:   Proposed Revisions to the 1999 Phase III/SRB Manual for TCI and TCBC

In accordance with the procedures established by Telecom Decisions CRTC 89-26, 94-24 and 97-9, TELUS Communications Inc. (“TCI”) and TELUS Communications (B.C.) Inc. (“TCBC”) (collectively, “the Companies”) file herewith proposed updates to their 1999 Phase III/Split Rate Base (SRB) Manual. Attachments 1 and 2 provide a summary of the methodology changes and account additions and deletions applicable to the production of the 1999 Phase III/SRB results for  TCI and TCBC respectively.

On January 1, 1999, the former TCI, TELUS Communications (Edmonton) Inc. (“TCEI”) and a number of other TELUS subsidiaries amalgamated under the Business Corporations Act to form TCI (the merged entity).  Under this amalgamation, the accounts and associated cost centers were assimilated into the merged entity.  Accordingly, the proposed TCI SRB Manual Update will reflect all new and combined tariffs and common SRB assignments for the 1999 study year.  Further, given the concise format introduced in the 1998 SRB Manual, TCI is proposing to re-issue its 1999 SRB Manual in its entirety, with all pages reflecting the 1999 Manual issue date, once the updates have been finalized.

TCBC’s proposed updates to its 1999 SRB Manual are in large part associated with the introduction of SAP in 1998, which has necessitated a comprehensive review of SRB methodologies.  As a result, certain SRB assignments in the Expenses Section are being revised to reflect a better matching among certain revenues, activities and cost centers. 

Effectively with this filing submission, TCBC is proposing to discontinue updating the schematics and flow diagrams found currently in its Phase III/SRB Manual.  These schematics and flow diagrams are cumbersome to update and will be eliminated for the 2000 study year in the course of the planned amalgamation of the TCI and TCBC SRB Manuals.  In the interim, the 1999 TCBC SRB Manual will reflect only Manual pages that are affected by actual updates and revisions. 

Finally, the Companies are providing the Commission with a version of their respective Manual updates in softcopy format.
